Member Details - Tips for Fishing Steelhead near Stanley, Idaho

· Track the harvest report.  Remember it is slightly behind, a week, so when you see the harvest downstream at Pahsimeroi peaking get ready to head to Stanley and if you can get personal reports from people where the fish are being caught all the better.
· Get there early!  We arrived around 9 a.m. from Boise and we were a couple hours late.  The numbers of people fishing decreased from morning to evening.
· I didn't do this, even though it was suggested by Jonathan…Call and find out what the water is like before you go…for fly fishing you want the water clear to sight fish. 
· The water was murky below Lower Stanley.  So we had better luck from Valley Creek upstream.  The fish were not moving much so we had to find them.  If you can't find a fish by sight, fish behind/around the large boulders or other structures that create a resting area.  The fish tend to take a break in the slack water, and can even stack up a little.
· Plan a trip.  Fish for a few days in a row to increase your odds of hitting one day when the fish are moving good.  We got there two days late.  Thursday was hot, Friday mediocre, and Saturday was poor…but when Sat is the only day you have that’s the day you go. 
· Don't forget to look up and enjoy the majesty of the Sawtooth Mountains.
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
